Information obtained through shop.uniformpartner.no, and customer data from the
employer is stored in our internal Logon system.

How are the information deleted / anonymized?
Information is deleted on request by contacting our customer center.
Disclosure of information to third parties?

Personal information is not shared with third parties, but UniformPartner may use
subcontractors to deliver all or part of the website. Such subcontractors may process
personal data on behalf of UniformPartner.

Rights

As a user of our webpages, you have the right to require access to the personal information
we process about you, and how they are processed. You may also require corrections,
deletions and limitations in the processing of personal data in accordance with the Personal
Information Act.
